Two census points have been carried out since the roll
out of the QET: One in February 2009 and one in
September 2009. There has been an increase in both the
number of sites registered with the QET and the
number of participating sites between the two census
points, along with a good increase in the percentage of
self assessment scores recorded at levels levels A & B.
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
